Words that give more information about/describe an adjective, verb, or other adverb
(Underline in purple)

Adverb Start It: Begin a sentence with an adverb.
*Use commas after an Adverb Start It.


Example:

· Original sentence: The children found themselves in a messy situation.

· Revised sentence: Regretfully, the children found themselves in a messy situation.

· Revised sentence: Sadly staring at the kitchen, the children found themselves in a messy situation.

Adverb Improve It: Add an adverb to the middle of a sentence.

Example:	

· Original sentence: The blender crashed onto the floor.

· Revised sentence: The blender violently crashed onto the floor.

Adverb Repeat It: Repeat two or more adverbs in a sentence.
*Use commas to separate items in a list.

Example:

· Original sentence: The blender crashed to the floor. 

· Revised sentence: The blender loudly, violently, and fatefully crashed to the floor. 

· Revised sentence: The blender loudly crashed, violently shook, and fatefully shattered to the floor.
